What is Renewable Energy?

Renewable energy is made from resources Mother Nature can replace, like wind, water and sunshine. Renewable energy is also called "clean energy" or "green power" because it doesn’t damage the environment. There are different types of renewable energy for example, Wind, biomass, solar, Hydro and Geothermal. These resources have different ways to help the planet and to make energy.

Wind- An average wind speed of 14 miles per hour is needed to convert wind energy into electricity and one wind turbine can produce enough electricity to power up to 300 homes.
Biomass- Almost half of the renewable energy produced comes from Biomass sources, like wood and paper products.

Solar- Enough sunlight falls on the earth's surface every hour to meet world energy demand for an entire year.

Hydro-"Hydro" means "water" in Greek - so "hydro power" is made from water, we can use water to make electricity, however the water never comes in contact with the electricity.

Geothermal- Type of energy is found under the earth, A geothermal heating system uses pipes buried more than four feet deep in the earth.
